Welcome back!

As many of you have probably heard, the Advisory Committee on Immunization Practices (ACIP)
recently made a recommendation to change the Hepatitis B vaccination schedule. Here is what

you need to know:

What is Hepatitis B: 
Hepatitis B is the most common serious liver infection in the world. It is caused by the hepatitis B

virus that attacks and injures the liver. Hepatitis B is transmitted through direct contact with
infected blood or certain bodily fluids. The virus is most commonly transmitted from an infected
pregnant person to their baby during childbirth. It can also be transmitted by sharing personal

items such as razors, toothbrushes, nail clippers, body jewelry. The virus can live on contaminated
surfaces for up to a week or more.

What is the change:
The new recommendation ~ individual-based decision-making for parents deciding whether to

give the hepatitis B vaccine, including the birth dose, to infants born to women who test
negative for the virus. For those infants not receiving the birth dose, ACIP suggested in its

recommendation that the initial dose be administered no earlier than two months of age. The
ACIP is also recommending testing children's antibody levels after each hepatitis B shot to

determine whether additional shots are needed. Previously, Hepatitis B vaccine was considered
standard for all infants as part of a 3 dose series. 

Why this matters:
Even if the vaccine remains freely available, weakening the recommendation could lead to fewer

babies getting the initial vaccine AND follow up doses. Immunization is the cornerstone of a
decades-long strategy to eliminate hepatitis B in the U.S. Anticipate further vaccine schedule

reviews to come as well. 

What can you do:
Communicate with your primary care provider who knows your student(s) unique health

situation regarding all medical interventions including vaccines. Following independent health
organizations like the American Academy of Pediatrics is also a great place to find unbiased

health information.

This month, students are learning about managing emotions. According to our Second
Step school counseling curriculum, managing emotions means recognizing how we feel,
understanding why we feel that way, and using safe, respectful strategies to calm our

bodies and minds so we can make good choices.

Big feelings—like anger, frustration, excitement, or
worry—are a normal part of being a kid. Learning

how to manage emotions helps students:

Stay focused and ready to learn

Solve problems peacefully

Build healthy friendships

Feel confident and in control of their choices

Students are also learning about the size of the problem. This helps children decide how
big their reaction should be.

Small problems (e.g., pencil breaks, not first in line) → small feelings, calm solutions

Medium problems (e.g., argument with a friend) → need help or problem-solving

Big problems (e.g., someone is hurt or unsafe) → adult help right away

Matching our reaction to the size of the problem helps everyone stay safe and respectful.

Here are some simple ways parents and caregivers can support this learning:

Name the feeling: Ask, “How are you feeling right now?” Help your child label emotions
(happy, frustrated, nervous, excited).

Pause and breathe: Practice slow breathing together—smell the flower, blow out the
candle.

Talk about problem size: Ask, “Is this a small, medium, or big problem? What’s a good-
sized reaction?”

Model calm behavior: Let children see how you manage your own emotions and talk
through your strategies.

Practice problem-solving: After calm moments, discuss what worked and what could
help next time.

When school and home work together, students build lifelong skills for understanding
themselves and getting along with others!
